RESTRICTIONS

Cereals
NEW 5C QUINTACEL should not be applied until crops are actively growing.

DO NOT spray if rain is imminent or the crop is wet. At least six hours and preferably
24 hours is required before rainfall for maximum uptake of NEW 5C QUINTACEL.

DO NOT apply NEW 5C QUINTACEL fo very late sown spring cereals.

DO NOT apply to under-fertilised crops or crops growing under stress. Under stress conditions
mixtures of NEW 5C QUINTACEL and liquid nitrogenous fertilisers may cause crop scorch.

Aerial application

NEW 5C QUINTACEL may be applied from the air to wheat, winter barley, oats, triticale and rye
at the recommended rates. Apply in 25-60 litres of water per hectare using aircraft or helicopters
with fan nozzles. Results may not be as effective as from ground applications.

When applying by air to oats, NEW 5C QUINTACEL should be used in conjunction with an
authorised non-ionic wetting agent at the recommended rate.

Aerial application should not be made in tank mix with other products.
