RESTRICTIONS
SIGMA PCT should not be applied until crops are actively growing.

DO NOT spray if rain is imminent or the crop is wet. At least six hours and preferably
24 hours is required before rainfall for maximum uptake of SIGMA PCT.

DO NOT apply SIGMA PCT to very late sown spring wheat or spring oats.

DO NOT apply to under fertilised crops or crops growing under stress. Under stress conditions
mixtures of SIGMA PCT and liquid nitrogenous fertilisers may cause crop scorch. This is normally
outgrown without affecting yield.
