Crops
Sugar beet (seed) and Fodder beet (seed).

Application/rate of use
150 ml NUPRID 600FS per unit of raw seed (100,000 seed:s).

NUPRID 600FS must only be applied to sugar beet and fodder beet seed as part of the normal
commercial pelleting process using special treatment machinery.

Agitate the container thoroughly before use. Containers of greater than 20 litres capacity should
be handled only with mechanical assistance.
